


Greater Brisba
This Regional Budget Statement outlines

key Government spending in the State

Budget 2003-04 designed exclusively for the

needs of the people of Greater Brisbane. 

As a Government, we recognise the uniqueness and diversity
of the regions which form the Smart State. In the State Budget
2003-04 we will spend $2.7 billion on capital works in South
East Queensland, including Greater Brisbane.

The Greater Brisbane region includes QueenslandÕs capital city
Brisbane, the cities of Logan, Ipswich and Redcliffe and the
shires of Pine Rivers and Redland. Greater Brisbane is home to
40% of Queenslanders, including 21% of the StateÕs
Indigenous population. The regionÕs population is projected to
increase to almost 1.8 million by 2016.

The Greater Brisbane region is the location of choice for a
number of national business headquarters and is a transport
and distribution centre for the State, including the Port
of Brisbane.

More jobs for Queensland Ð skills and innovation
Ð the Smart State

High standards of training and education are the foundation of
our efforts to position Queensland as the Smart State. 

Through the Breaking the Unemployment Cycle initiative, the
Government will continue to support the regionÕs young job
seekers, with $26.4 million allocated to help create 4,230 jobs
across the region.

In support of our focus on education, the following joint
State-Commonwealth funding is allocated to TAFEs:

¥ $3.31 million to develop a new campus of the Bremer
Institute of TAFE at Inala

¥ $2.6 million to develop a new campus at Browns Plains for
the Logan Institute of TAFE

¥ $0.6 million to consolidate Brisbane and Northpoint
Institute of TAFE and deliver more efficient and effective
vocational education and training in north Brisbane,
including a permanent campus at Caboolture.

School facilities ensure we have the infrastructure in place to
deliver a high standard of education to our young people. In
2003-04, $8.72 million is allocated toward construction of
North Lakes State College. Highlights of other education
funding include:

¥ $12.5 million for the next stage of Calamvale Community
College

¥ $10.9 million for the next stage of Forest Lake State 
High School.

To maintain existing educational facilities within the region,
$5.31 million is provided for the Triple R program, which
provides repainting, reticulation and re-roofing enhancements
to local schools. 

Support of new and existing industry is integral to the Smart
State. The $100 million Smart State Research Facilities Fund
has allocated a further $7.5 million toward establishment of
the Australian Institute of Bioengineering and Nanotechnology
at the University of Queensland.

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Other funding that supports innovation in the Smart State
includes:

¥ $2 million for the Australian Research CouncilÕs Centres of
Excellence to establish 8Ð9 research centres over five
years. Benefits to the Smart State are world-class
infrastructures, expertise in biotechnology,
genome/phenome research, complex systems and photon
science, attraction of leading researchers and business
opportunities

¥ $10 million of a total Government contribution of
$92.5 million to the Institute for Molecular BioScience at
the University of Queensland

¥ $7.5 million of a total Government contribution of
$22.5 million allocated for the Institute of Health and
Biomedical Innovation at Queensland University of
Technology.

Building QueenslandÕs regions

The Queensland Government will continue its partnership with
the Greater Brisbane region in 2003-04 to promote growth and
economic development. 

In support of this priority, the Government has allocated a
further $50 million over four years to extend the Regional
Centres Program across the State. Benefits for Greater Brisbane
include:

¥ $3 million to Ipswich City Council for the Ipswich River
Heart program 

¥ $2.75 million to Redland Shire Council to develop the
Redland Performing Arts Centre, featuring a 400-500 seat
theatre auditorium

¥ $2 million to Logan City Council for the Springwood 
CBD Revitalisation Project and a beautification 
landscaping project

¥ $1 million to Redcliffe City Council for the Redcliffe
Parkland and Recreation Enhancement Project

¥ $975,000 to Pine
Rivers Shire
Council to
continue the
Strathpine CBD
Revitalisation.

We willprovide
$10.51 million to
develop the Creative
Industries Precinct at
Kelvin Grove in
partnership with 
the Queensland
University of
Technology. The precinct will be a building block to promote
future growth of creative industries in Queensland. 

The development of new industry and employment in Greater
Brisbane will be supported by $12 million funding to 
purchase 107 hectares of land at Wacol, identified for future
industrial development.

A safe and efficient transport network underpins regional
development in the Smart State. In Greater Brisbane in 
2003-04 major transport funding includes:

¥ $30 million from the Centenary of Federation fund to widen
the Bruce Highway to six lanes between Dohles Rocks Road
and Boundary Road 

¥ $13 million to duplicate the Mount Lindesay Highway to
four lanes from Middle Road to Green Road.

An efficient power supply is vital to economic development
within Greater Brisbane. In 2003-04 major power projects
include:

¥ $19.86 million allocated by CS Energy to refurbish and
upgrade the Swanbank B power station

¥ $27.86 million allocated by Powerlink towards
development of transmission lines from Belmont
substation to reinforce supply to the Brisbane area.

In 2003-04, Energex has allocated $60.9 million to upgrade its
electricity supply infrastructure in Greater Brisbane including:

¥ $5.65 million toward replacement of ageing overhead river
cables atNewstead

¥ $5.5 million to continue construction of a new modular
substation at Tanah Merah

¥ $3 million as the foundation work of a $66.3 million project
to reinforce electricity supply to BrisbaneÕs Central Business
District due to an expected continuation in load growth.

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To meet art and cultural
needs, $500,000 is
provided to sponsor
the Brisbane
Riverfestival, in
partnership with
Brisbane City Council
and corporate
sponsors. In 2003-04,
$28.88 million is
allocated to
development of a
Queensland Gallery
of Modern Art and
$30.99 million for the
Millennium Library
Project.

In 2003-04, $5.53 million is allocated for community renewal
activities at Inala and Kingston. 

We are allocating $21.4 million for land transfers and the
completion of infrastructure works for the Kelvin Grove Urban
Village. In addition, $28.35 million is allocated for new public
housing in the Greater Brisbane region.

Initiatives that will provide sport and recreational facilities
within the region in partnership with local government and
community organisations include: 

¥ $408,000 to construct stage two of an outdoor facility
at Deagon 

¥ $259,000 to construct eight multi-sport fields at Zillmere

¥ $282,000 to construct a training facility with grandstand,
lighting and international standard baseball diamond 
at Ormiston 

¥ $75,000 to reconstruct the rugby union fields at Judy Holt
Park in Birkdale.

Valuing the environment

QueenslandÕs natural and cultural heritage will be protected for
the benefit of all Queenslanders. Highlights in environmental
funding in the Greater Brisbane region include:

¥ $1.72 million to upgrade facilities at the Centre For Amenity
Horticulture in Redlands to create a leading centre for
amenity and environmental horticulture in Australia 

¥ $250,000 for various capital works on parks and forests in
Greater Brisbane.

We have allocated $10,000 for vegetation mapping in the
Southeast Queensland Bioregion to determine areas of high
conservation value and support vegetation management plans.

Safer and more supportive communities

The Government is committed to working in partnership with
the Greater Brisbane region to achieve a safe and supportive
community environment. 

Community safety in the Greater Brisbane region will be
enhanced by spending on policing and the justice system
including:

¥ $3.79 million toward the new Western Districts Courthouse
at Richlands

¥ $2.11 million to continue construction of a new 24-hour
police station at Loganholme

¥ An additional $7.2 million in 2003-04 to fund 122
additional officers appointed to the region over the last
three years, including 20 additional officers in 2003-04

¥ $1.6 million for Tactical Crime Squads at Ipswich, South
Brisbane, Metropolitan North Police Headquarters,
Redcliffe, North Brisbane and Oxley

¥ $651,000 toward the Police Beat Shopfronts at
Milton/Paddington, Springfield and Aspley and a
Neighbourhood Police Beat at Redbank Plains. 

Emergency services in the region will be supported by funding
to develop the following facilities:

¥ $2.23 million to replace ambulance stations at Balmoral,
Logan West, Redbank and Springwood and $300,000 to
construct a new ambulance station at Birkdale

¥ $4.95 million to establish a special operations unit and
relocate the Balmoral Fire Station

¥ $50,000 to refurbish the Petrie Fire Station.

Community engagement and a better quality
of life

We are working to provide equality of opportunity and
equitable access to education, health, housing and family
services. 

Highlights of funding for health and families include:

¥ $4.01 million towards the new Logan Central Community
Health Centre

¥ $3.39 million for the construction of a new 128-bed
residential aged care facility at the Redland Hospital site

¥ $2 million to Logan Hospital for additional medical
inpatient services

¥ $317,000 for a new respite and family support service 
in Oxley.
